· Limit of Liability- 300,000 $, per flock, per occurrence and for the period. 

· All hens must be insured according to their quantity in the starting date in order to avoid under-insurance. 

· Indemnity level - the value of the hens/flock according to indemnity tables enclosed hereby less salvage and saved expenses.

Xs for MG and SE losses:

1) For the growing and laying period - 40% of the flock’s value according to the indemnity tables 

2) For molting and dark period - 45% 

3) In case of a consecutive MG or SE occurrence in the same location (whether or not the first loss was insured) the excess will increase in 10%, and will be 50% - 55% respectively. 


In cases of damages which do not result from MG or SE - 20% of flock's value according to the indemnity table and Xs at the day of loss.


In cases of MG loss 15% additional premium reduction from remuneration according to the charged premium in the policy for flock.   

This insurance cover is valid only if the farm has a valid permission from the veterinary services for breeding chicken. 

All terms and conditions are as specified in the policy for breeding chicken and turkey, unless explicitly indicated otherwise. All sums in this policy are in USD. 

Cover for flock’s destruction due to MG or SE will be in force only after the insurer has received in his office a confirmation from approved veterinary services poultry lab that the flock tested negative for MG and SE. The results should be for a test conducted 21 days after the flock entered the farm. No cover for eradication as a result of M.G. or Sinovia or SE until negative test results has been received should be negative as well.
 

The above results regarding molting flocks originating in another farm should be for a negative blood and PCR test taken between 5-9 days prior to transfer, and also 9-12 days after transfer. In case of flock not insured by insurer, no cover will come into force until receiving negative tests results for MG and/or SE.

Reinforcement of males/females requires negative blood and PCR tests taken up to 5 days before the transferring, if absent there will be no cover for MG (and SE in exporting flocks) for the whole flock. 


Cover for accidental damage prior to the transfer as a result of system's failure in controlled ATM. Or partial C.AT HH of any kind including dark rooms and length vents is conditional by the activation of warning systems and other protections as detailed in the policy.

1. The maximum indemnity for, flock insured only from hatching date and up to the dark period (growing only) include 14 days after moving the flock to laying farm, will be the value of poultry at the 135 day from hatching according to the enclosed table.

2. In case that the flock was insured from hatching and until the last day of laying 420 days, there will be full indemnity according to enclosed table. 

3. In a case that until 135th day from hatching of flock, added and accepted in the insurance for the laying farm (without harming the conditions of performing the various examinations stated above, and are conditional in order to receive the insurance) indemnity will be according to enclosed table.
